Creating Choice Boards 

What are Choice Boards:
· Graphic Organizers
· Often set-up in a grid
· Supports differentiation
· Purposefully organized

Why bother?
· Stimulate student engagement
· Empower students to choose “How” they learn
· Encourages responsibility and independence
· Allows differentiation in one document

How to create a choice board:
· Good news: There are MANY of different ways to design how you are going to execute choice boards. NOTE: There is no substituting for the power of a PLC collaboratively sharing resources to design a choice board.

Types of Choice Boards
1. Must Do, May Do Choice Board (usually weekly or by unit)
· Must Do is an assignment everyone has to do 1st each day.
· May Do allows each student to choose from 3 activities that relate to the standard (objective) for the day using a variety of methods.

2. Think-Tac-Toe Choice Board
NOTE: The grey boxes do not necessarily need to be on the student version
· Rows coordinate to the components of the standard/objective (e.g., 8.2a, 8.2b, …) or actionable steps (e.g., compare, organize, ….
· Columns are different methods to show their learning.
· Provide specific directions as to HOW they are to work (e.g., vertical horizontal, any 3, …).
· Make sure each option shows what they are learning to the same extent but not necessarily in the same way.

Historical Figure Choice Board

	Trading Cards
Create a trading card. Be sure to include a picture of the figure and detailed information about their significance related to the unit of study. 
	Write a Letter
Write a letter to the figure describing your opinion about their contributions to society. Be sure to include correct letter format. 
	Write an Essay
Write an essay about the contributions and significance of an historical figure. Be sure to write in formal language and cite your sources.

	Storybook
Create a children’s storybook about an historical figure. Be sure to write in a language for an 8-year-old and include visuals to keep the child engaged. Web option: storybird.com
	Timeline
Create an illustrated timeline of an historical figure. For each event, be sure to include a title of the event, description, date and visual. Web option: timelinebuilder.com
	Sensory Figure
Use your imagination to create a sensory figure. For each sense, describe what the person would say, think, feel, hear, see, etc. 

	Presentation
Create a presentation using prezi.con or PowerPoint. Be sure to include visuals transitions, and animation. 
	Face Book Page
Create a Face Book page for a historical figure using either paper or a web-based template.
	X-Ray Poster
Create a large poster of an historical figure and place flaps for handset, etc. For example, under the head flap, write what the person was thinking. 

	Website
Create a web-based website for a historical figure. Use Weebly.com.

	Poster
Create a large poster using paper or create a web-based version using glogster.com.
	Your Own Idea
Do you have a creative idea that is not on the list? Propose your idea to your teacher.
