Guess My Shape

Directions for the Teacher: Give each student a copy of the following page. If you have enough three-dimensional blocks of each figure, you may want to use them instead. Have children put the shapes in front of themselves. Give clues (provided below), one at a time, about a shape. When possible, make the first clue one that can apply to several figures. (For example, “I have more than one face.”) Tell the children to turn the pictures over when they know that the shape can NOT be the described shape. When you have given all the clues ask the children to show the picture of the shape.
